Boat Ramp Permit Frequently Asked Questions


What are the start and end dates for the current boat ramp annual season permits?

1 August 2018 to 31 July 2019.

What arrangements are in place for issuing the boat ramp annual season permits?

Existing permit holders will receive an invoice in late July.  When the fee is paid, a sticker will be issued.  Permits will be issued from late July.

New applicants must complete an application form which can be downloaded from the Council’s website www.hobsonsbay.vic.gov.au or by contacting the Council on 9932 1000.
What if I get a new vehicle?

You must provide documentary evidence of disposal and acquisition and a replacement sticker will be issued.  You must remove your sticker and return it (in pieces if necessary) to the Council with your ‘Change of Details Form’ for your new vehicle.  If you do not return your old sticker, a replacement sticker will not be issued and you will be required to purchase a new Annual Season Permit.
What if I need a replacement sticker?

You must pay the $25 administration fee.

What if I want to use additional vehicle/s to launch my boat?

You must provide registration evidence that the vehicle/s is registered at the same address and pay a fee of $25 for each additional permit. A pensioner can only purchase additional permits for vehicles registered to himself/herself or for another pensioner living at the same address.
What information do I need to provide to get an annual season permit?

You need to provide your vehicle registration details and residents / ratepayers need to provide proof of address such as driver’s license or a residential rates notice. Vehicle/s nominated on applications forms must be registered in the applicant’s name.
What is the fine for launching without a permit?
The fine for launching without a permit is $50.
What is the price of a Boat Ramp Annual Season Permit?

The prices for a 2018/2019 permit are: Resident / Ratepayer $100, (pensioner $80), Non-resident $315, (pensioner $145) and casual ticket $20 (available from ticket machines at the boat ramp. Pro-rata is not available.
Where can I use a Hobsons Bay City Council Boat Ramp Annual Season Permit?

Permits can be used at The Warmies and Altona Boat Ramps.

How do we set the fees?

The Council sets the fee at a rate that enables recovery of costs in operating, maintaining and renewing both ramps with a reduced cost to residents in recognition of the subsidy they already pay through their rates.

For example, the fee takes into account the costs associated with:

· Annual dredging and spoil disposal, bi-annual hydrographic surveys and monitoring programs.

· Repairs and renewing infrastructure such as ramps, pontoons, rock walls, roads, car parks, lighting, ticket machines, signage, surveillance, toilets, wash down tables, line marking and fencing.

· Toilet cleaning, rubbish collection, electricity and water.

· Printing and disseminating invoices, processing season permits, updating data bases and developing and distributing promotional material.
· Dealing with customers’ requests.
What about the dredging of Altona Safe Boat Harbour?

There will be a survey carried out every six months to monitor the depth of the harbour, and dredging will be carried out annually to maintain the minimum charter depth.

Where does my boat registration fee, boat operators licence fee and fishing licence fee go?
All of those fees are collected by the State Government and used for boating and fishing related work. Council has received some grants for works but does not receive any financial support for operating the boat ramps and safe boat harbour.

What about parking at the Boat Ramps?
There are approximately 200 car parks available for boat and trailer at Altona Boat Ramp and The Warmies.
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
